FOUR wines from Astley Vineyard have been awarded 
medals at the prestigious International Wine Challenge 
2009.  

The 26th International Wine Challenge (IWC), the worldôs 
most prestigious and influential  independent wine 
competition, attracted entries from a record 41 countries.  

France retained the top gold medal nation status with 49 
medals, closely followed by Australia and then Portugal.  

English wine obtained a record 24 medals, with Astley 
Vineyard,  a member of regional food group, Heart of 
England Fine Foods (HEFF), receiving four.  

Three white wines, Late Harvest, Severn Vale and 
Veritas, all won a bronze award, with its George Eckert 
Vintage Brut receiving a commended.
